Batteries and chargers

Battery and charger information

Your device is intended for use with a BL-5C
rechargeable battery. Nokia may make
additional battery models available for this
device. Always use original Nokia batteries.

This device is intended for use when supplied
with power from the following chargers:
AC-11. The exact Nokia charger model
number may vary depending on the plug
type, identified by E, X, AR, U, A, C, K, B, or N.

The battery can be charged and discharged
hundreds of times, but it will eventually wear
out. When the talk and standby times are
noticeably shorter than normal, replace the
battery.

Battery safety

Always switch the device off and disconnect
the charger before removing the battery.

When your charger is not in use, unplug it
from the electrical plug and the device.

Always keep the battery between 15°C and
25°C(59°F and 77°F). Extreme temperatures
reduce the capacity and lifetime of the
battery. A device with a hot or cold battery
may not work temporarily.
