Downloading Contacts
This document describes how to download contacts from a 
Nokia E61 device to a Nokia 616 Car Kit when using a 
Bluetooth connection and the Bluetooth SIM Access 
Profile mode (remote SIM access). It is also possible to use 
the Bluetooth Hands-free Profile mode. To use the Nokia 
E61 in Handsfree Mode, you need to disable Remote SIM 
Access in the Nokia E61, since this cannot be done on the 
Nokia 616.

To be able to download the contacts, you must have the 
following:
• A Nokia E61.
• A Nokia 616 Car Kit installed.

Downloading contacts for the 
first time

2 In the Nokia E61, select Menu→ Connect.→ Bluetooth.
