You can create
these copies on your memory card or on a compatible PC
that has the Nokia PC Suite application installed.

Before you begin creating backup files, do the following:

® Close all other applications.

® Make sure you have enough battery power.

e Check in www.nokia.com/pcsuite that you have the
latest Nokia PC Suite installed.

On memory card

Before starting the backup process, make sure that a
compatible (1.8/3.0V) MicroSD card is inserted in your
device.

To back up information from device memory to a memory
card, select §3 > Tools > Memory > Options > Backup
phone memory.
